In summary, we will be working four holidays – Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, President’s Day, 
Indigenous People’s Day, and Veteran’s Day – and we will observe these holidays as follows:

As always, it may be necessary for some 
offices to have limited coverage during this time period and compensatory leave will be granted 
where appropriate.  If the Governor grants additional holiday time off, this calendar will be 
adjusted to reflect the change.
